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Radio Broadcasting

Our international broadcasting is overseen by
Trans World Radio, which maintains transmitters
around the world. Radio air time for all of our
broadcasts continues to be paid for by the generous
gifts of our listening audience, mainly those residing
in North America. Listeners in other areas of the
world do contribute as they are able and, unless desig-
nated otherwise, their gifts go towards broadcasting
in their particular language or listening area.

Within the United States and Canada, we maintain
the policy established years ago by Dr. McGee that
if a station is not paying for itself, we discontinue
the broadcast on that station after due notice. We
ask that you tell us the call letters of the station(s)
on which you hear our broadcast so we will know
how to credit your contributions.

Our ministry website continues to be a remarkable
and far-reaching tool for sharing Dr. McGee’s Bible
studies. By adding Thai last year, our total number

of online languages is now 42, and people from all
over the world are logging on to listen! The podcast
of our English program continues to be a popular
feature, and we now have all of the other online
languages available as podcasts as well — both from
ttb.org and iTunes.

The website is also an invaluable resource for other
information and study aids. Dr. McGee’s notes and
outlines and booklets, as well as mp3 files of the en-
tire 5-year program, are all available for free download.
We've also added an onllne video, which gives an
overview of the minis-
try and Dr. McGee’s
influence on the spiri-
tual growth of gene-
rations of people all
around the world.

Financial Policy

Thru the Bible stays on
the air by the grace of
God and the faithful
prayers and gifts of our
listeners. It has long been
our policy never to
borrow money for any
purpose. Because we make a 5-year commitment
whenever beginning production on a new language,
we seek to maintain adequate reserves to fulfill
that commitment.

Realizing that many give sacrificially, and because
we hold ourselves to the highest Christian standard,
we consider it our moral and spiritual obligation to
use your funds wisely and respectfully. Our small
staff of only 16 individuals is paid competitive sal-
aries, but without lavish perks. Our announcer and
all of our Board members, including our President,
contribute their time and efforts on a volunteer basis.

As you can see in the graph below, nearly 80%
of our available funds in 2007 were spent on
radio broadcasting.
